  allows	
  students	
  to	
  gain	
  
confidence	
  and	
  knowledge	
  by	
  engaging	
  in	
  hands-­‐on	
  activities.	
  	
  Students	
  are	
  presented	
  with	
  real	
  
life	
  situation	
  and	
  every	
  day	
  vocabulary.

  Students	
  learn	
  mainly	
  by	
  speaking,	
  reading,	
  listening,	
  watching,	
  writing	
  and	
  
“completing	
  their	
  homework.”	
  

As	
  part	
  of	
  our	
  communicative	
  approach,	
  the	
  classes	
  are	
  created	
  using	
  real-­‐world	
  elements	
  that	
  
enhance	
  students’	
  learning	
  process.	
  	
  	
  Some	
  of	
  these	
  elements	
  may	
  be:	
  role-­‐play,	
  group	
  or	
  pair	
  
work,	
  interviews,	
  conversational	
  activities,	
  etc.	
  	
  Our	
  professional	
  and	
  experienced	
  instructors	
  
use	
  the	
  second	
  language	
  as	
  much	
  as	
  possible	
  during	
  the	
  classes	
  to	
  progressively	
  teach
